‘Green’ homes are dESIQHEd
for a taste of modern living

EIGHT spacious new homes built
from renewable sources have been
released in the village of Weldon.
Jackson-Green, the developers
behind the project, chose Weldon for
its natural beauty and close proximi
ty to Corby and Kettering.

Qomprising four three-bedroom
semi-detached houses and four four-
wdroom detached houses, proper-
ies at The Poplars are named after
some of the trees that remain on

site: Walnut, poplar and silver
birch.

Each property is open-plan with
almost all of the ceilings being
vaulted on the upper floor. Within
reason, floor plans can be tailored to
offer owners the flexibility to select
the layout of their homes that best
fits with their individual ways of
living.

Jackson-Green director Michael
Green said: “We believe the place in
which we live has a huge impact on
the way we live. Our homes reflect
the growing desire for bespoke liv
ing and interest in self-build by mak
ing it possible for people who would
not otherwise have the resources,
time or expertise, to create a home
that truly works for them.”
