Eight spacious new homes built from renewable sources have been

released in the village of Weldon.

Comprising four three-bedroom semi-
detached houses and four four-bedroom
detached houses, properties at The Poplars
are named after some of the trees that remain
on site:

Walnut, Poplar and Sliver Birch. Each property

isopen-plan with almost all of the ceilings being
vaulted on the upper floor.

Within reason, floor plans can be tailored to
offer owners the flexibility to select the layout
of their homes that best fits with their individual
ways of living.
