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[image: image4.jpg]Mark adds: “We look at each site and carefully
align the homes in the path of the sun to enable as
much natural light as possible to be let into the
interiors, which creates beautiful fresh interiors
while minimising ongoing utility costs. Typically a
Jackson-Green house will cost less than half what it
would cost to heat a standard house — a very good
thing at a time when utility bills are climbing ever
higher.”

To meet their exacting standards, Jackson-Green
undertook a worldwide search to source the best
suppliers of sustainable materials for the homes
such as the timber, the only renewable
construction material on the planet. In addition,
Jackson-Green only uses handcrafted components,
which help to minimise the carbon footprint of
each household. The timber-frame construction
method of the homes creates a dust free
environment when compared to the more typical
concrete approach adopted by other developers,
which helps people with asthma and eczema
related illnesses.

The energy efficiency of Jackson-Green’s homes is
supported by tests approved by the National Energy
Foundation. They scored an impressive 9.9 out of
a possible 10 in the National Home Energy Rating
(NHER) and 103 out of 120 in the Standard
Assessment Procedure (SAP). The average UK house
scores a NHER rating of 5 and a SAP level of 46 — in
the E band; Jackson-Green homes achieve the A
band — the highest level that can be awarded.

“Our aim has always been to build homes that
meet the ‘excellent’ or ‘very good’ Eco Homes
Standard and the highest level for sustainable
homes when it was introduced by the government
in December 2005,” says Mark.

Interior design is of equal importance to the
brothers’ vision. Michael explains: “The interiors
provide a response to contemporary lifestyle and
are based on open-plan design, warmth and
comfort. We design our homes with open-plan
living in mind so that the spaces blend and flow
together, creating a feeling of openness and
spaciousness and at the same time of intimacy and
warmth. We are often told that our interiors
exceed people’s expectations and offer excellent
value for money.”
